Students and faculty of the University of Arkansas Department of
Poultry Science received prestigious awards at the 2020

International Poultry Scientific Forum and the International
Production & Processing Expo held January 27-30 in Atlanta, GA.  

IPSF, held January 27-28 at the Georgia World Congress Center,
had 1556 attendees. IPSF is sponsored by the Southern Poultry

Science Society, the Southern Conference on Avian Diseases, and
U.S. Poultry & Egg Association. The forum presents information on

industry topics such as environmental management, nutrition,
physiology, pathology, processing and products, and avian

diseases. Abstracts were presented by 350 students, graduate
student presentations totaled 112 and 23 undergraduate students
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gave oral or poster presentations. Two University of Arkansas
poultry science students won awards.

IPPE, held January 28-30 at the Georgia World Congress Center, is
hailed as the largest annual trade show for the poultry, meat and

feed industries.

Over 50 students combined from the Poultry Science Department,
the Dale Bumpers College of Agricultural, Food and Life Sciences,
Crowder College in Neosho, MO, and the University of Arkansas at

Pine Bluff made the trip and participated in the College Student
Career Program that is held in conjunction with IPPE. The College
Student Career Program allows seniors and graduate students to

interview with potential employers and underclass students to
interview for internships. In addition to interviews, students had the

opportunity to learn about the many career opportunities in the
poultry industry and allied industries around the world.
